Title of RC 29
Readers of the October 2010 Newsletter may recall that Paul Dekker called for a debate on the title of the Research Group 29, Psycho-Politics. Part of his original comment is included below, along with comments by Dan German and Ofer Feldman.

Paul Dekker:

What would interest me particularly is your opinion about the name of our RC: Psycho-politics. On the one hand it might sound broader and better suited for a political science association than ‘political psychology’, but on the other hand, ‘psycho-politics’ can be associated with its use in Stalinist Russia. To quote from a translation of Beria to American students at the Lenin University in 1936: 

“I welcome your attendance at these classes on Psychopolitics. Psychopolitics is an important if less known division of Geopolitics. It is less known because it must necessarily deal with highly educated personnel, the very top strata of "mental healing." By psychopolitics our chief goals are effectively carried forward. 

To produce a maximum of chaos in the culture of the enemy is our first most important step. Our fruits are grown in chaos, distrust, economic depression, and scientific turmoil. At last a weary populace can seek peace only in our offered Communist State, at last only communism can resolve the problems of the masses. … … 

… … By psychopolitics create chaos. Leave a nation leaderless. Kill our enemies. And bring to Earth, through communism, the greatest peace Man has ever known. Thank-you."

Dan German:

It seems to me that "Pscho-Politics" refers to mental problems, e.g., a "neurosis" of some kind, e.g., "Islamophobia." "Political Psychology" is a much more broad gauged term describing normal as well as psychotic behavior. Political psychology is the "mainstream" term in  the analysis of personality and politics. Discussion of these terms can only be a learning process beneficial to us all.
Ofer Feldman:

"Psycho-Politics" or "Political Psychology"? Linguistically speaking, the first indeed has a connotation of "neurosis" of some kind, e.g., "Islamophobia“ as Dan writes. The other

"Political Psychology", Dan adds,”is a much more broad gauged term describing normal as well as psychotic behavior. Political psychology is the "mainstream" term in  the analysis of personality and politics”.
Can it be that the founding fathers (especially the mothers) of this RC meant to hint that their main interest focused on neurosis aspects of political process and actors? Recalling at least three of them, Betty Glad, Elizabeth Marvick, and  Fred Greenstein, and their research topics, I can understand the logic behind the naming of this RC. All have looked at the psychological aspects, the pathological aspects, that affect political behavior, putting perhaps much emphasis on psychology as the origin (the source, and explanation) of political (behavior).

Should we stick to this name or rename the RC following the "mainstream" term? On one hand, who cares? If "Psycho-Politics" is a unique term that deviates from the "mainstream," why not keeping the unique term that will give our RC some distinguishing flavor. On the other hand, perhaps the RC name should reflect the main research interest of the members and thus it should be revised. Perhaps even by renaming the RC we will be able to draw more members that will see the title as representing their own research interests.

As Dan wrote, ”Discussion of these terms can only be a learning process beneficial to us all. I agree on that. Why not open the discussion to all RC members?
