International Conference: The Value(s) of Europe

On November 23-25, 2011, the European Values Study and Tilburg University organize an

international conference on the Value(s) of Europe at Tilburg University, the Netherlands.

Key note speakers are professor Hans-Dieter Klingemann (WZB | Wissenschaftszentrum

Berlin für Sozialforschung), who will give a speech on Democratic citizenship and its

Consequences for the Enlarged European Union, and professor David Voas (University of

Manchester), who will speak about Religion in Contemporary Europe.

At the conference, the first copy of the new version of the Atlas of European Values will be

presented to Mr. Herman van Rompuy, President of the European Council. The Atlas of

European Values reports on how Europeans think about life, family, work, religion, politics

and society and is based on the integrated data file of the most recent European Values

Study surveys in all 47 countries in Europe. This unique dataset enables to address issues

of how diverse or united Europeans are when it comes to basic human values. Combined

with the earlier waves of the European Values Study, trends in value patterns over almost 30

years can be studied.

We invite international scholars to reflect on European values, the diversities and trends in

Europe, and to elaborate theories, derive hypotheses from them and to empirically test these

theories in the various value domains, preferably using the data from the European Values

Study, but other data sets may be used as well. Topics include family and marriage, work

and leisure time, religion and morality, politics and society, and identity and ethnic diversity.

Methodological papers on international and longitudinal comparative studies of values are

also welcome.

Deadline for submitting abstracts of papers is June 20, 2011. Abstracts of maximum 500

words can be sent to conference@europeanvaluesstudy.eu. We will notify you on

acceptance or rejection before July 10, 2011.

Please contact the Main Theme Chair or RC Chair to advise them of your intentions. Non-members of RCs are also encouraged to participate in RC sessions. All proposals must still be submitted via the online submission process. Deadline to submit abstract/paper proposals is October 7, 2011, or July 1, 2011 for panel proposals. Madrid in July may be hot but the conference rooms and very impressive museums over there are air-conditioned! RC29 will be offering a number of panels at the conference in Madrid. For the convenience of those of you participating in the conference we will at the appropriate time provide the dates and times and titles for each of the panels as well as the date and time for our RC29 Business Meeting, but in the meantime, please send suggestions as to panel titles. At the Santiago Conference the panels were:

· There was also a joint panel held with RC 21 on Leadership: Perspectives from Political Psychology and Political Socialization.
Please note the following specific advice from the World Congress Organizers:

1.    All RCs have the obligation of organizing a minimum of two (2) panels. One must be an independently organized panel. The second may be a joint session, co-organized with other research committees or sub-sections of national political science associations. Possible further panels are free of rules.  The ceiling of 4 panels per RC (effective until 2009) no longer applies.

2.    Non members of RCs are encouraged to participate in RC sessions. The names of the RCs and an invitation to non-members to submit paper proposals to the RC Chairs will be displayed on the IPSA Congress website as of August 31, 2011. Deadline to submit RC panel proposals is August 18, 2011; see below.

3.    The organization of the RC panels, not least by reviewing submitted paper proposals and deciding on their acceptance, is the responsibility of the RC Chair. In case the RC Chair names a convenor different from her- or himself, both the World Congress Manager and the RC Liaison Officer must be informed by the RC Chair, at the latest by October 7, 2011.

4.    When a panel is completed and ready to be incorporated in the Congress Program, it must be sent via the panel submission form on the Congress website. The person submitting the panel must be the same person as in point 3.  In addition, each paper presented in the panel needs to be submitted individually by the paper giver. Individuals submitting a paper will have the opportunity at that time to indicate that their paper has already been accepted for an RC panel.

5.  Occasionally, papers which seem appropriate for an RC session arrive through the open call route used for congress sessions. The PC may submit some of the proposals that have been received to the consideration of the RC chairs for inclusion in their panels. The RC chair may decide to incorporate such a proposal into an RC panel or return it to the PC for inclusion in congress sessions. The following note will be included on the Abstract Submission webpage:

“Submitting to a Main Theme or Research Committee (RC) Session

If you wish to submit your abstract to a Main Theme or Research Committee (RC) session, you must contact the Main Theme Chair or RC Chair to advise them of your intentions.  Non-members of RCs are encouraged to participate in RC sessions. You should send a copy of your abstract to the RC Chair or convenor, indicating the appropriate panel. All proposals must still be submitted via the online submission process.  All such abstracts will be carefully considered.”

6.    All the RC panel submissions should be submitted by August 18, 2011.  RC panels must be completed by November 10 with all chairs, co-chairs, discussants and papers assigned.
